Minutes of the meeting held in the committee room at JG Village Hall, Baberton Avenue on Tuesday 27th May 2014 starting at 7pm.

1.  Apologies - Gordon Miller, Richard Watt, and Councillors Dominic Heslop, Bill Henderson, and Ricky Henderson.

2.  Minutes of 29th April 2014, and Matters Arising - the minutes were accepted.

Mr Tedesco was invited to give an update on developments since his report at meeting on 26th March 2014.  Change of personnel dealing with his application - Brian Fleming and his superior, support the plans submitted and goes to Planning Committee on 11th June 2014 (cautiously optimistic).
A footpath from Lanark Road to the walkway will be improved re surface and gradient east of St Margaret’s Court.  A new roadway supported by gabions to be built from the first bend down to the walkway for vehicle access to the walkway.  Beyond this point to be gated.  The safety of the public would be catered for.

Fly tipping was still a problem and the most recent culprits had been identified - the action thereafter to dissuade repetition was thought to be too lenient, NB Because it is on private land the council would not remove the materials deposited and it falls to the landowner to bear the cost!

7.4  Neil established grass cutting of official pitches on contract through auspices of Sport & Recreation; other grass cutting - Parks Dept. - the staff much reduced  in number, and very few casual staff.  Dept staff used in street cleaning after July with no cutting during Festival as staff required in city centre.  Different regions have different machines, some able to cut and collect, others in Edinburgh cut only. - noted infrequent cutting leads to difficulties re roadways and for users of areas. Neil to peruse wildflower banks at Tennis Courts.
